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On September 14, Saudi Arabian oil production facilities at Abgaiq and
Khurais were heavily damaged in an attack from the air. Abqaiq is the world’s
largest oil-processing facility while Khurais is Saudi Arabia’s second largest
oil field.

At a news conference on September 19, Saudi Arabian military officials
presented missile and drone debris as evidence that Iran supported the attack.

A Saudi military spokesman said the strike could not have come from
Houthi rebels in Yemen, as was claimed. He insisted that the launch came
from the north instead.

The US agreed that Iran was behind the attacks, with Secretary of State

Mike Pompeo saying that it was an “act of war.”
