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Authors write for many reasons. Often they write about real or make-believe
people, places, or events that may be funny, sad, or scary. Sometimes authors
write about these things to entertain readers. Authors also write about these

things to inform by giving facts or ideas.
The following two paragraphs are examples of these two kinds.

(1) When he finished with unpacking, Nelson carried all the empty boxes
down the hallway. On his way to the dump, the bell rang. He needed to hurry.
He had no time to go to the dump. Then, he stopped at Adam Joshua’s office,

which happened to be unlocked, and walked away joyfully.
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
