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The elementary schools in Taiwan have begun teaching English, but
it is difficult for those schools in remote, rural areas to hire qualified
English teachers. Now the problem seems to be partially solved as forty
American-born Chinese will be recruited to teach English in remote or
rural areas this coming summer. These young American-born Chinese
will work as English teachers for nine weeks during their summer
vacation. In return they will receive free lessons in Chinese and Chinese
literature for their voluntary efforts. Any interested individuals who are
