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The aboriginal tribes of Atayal and Saisyat are centered in Wufeng
and Jianshih Township, but other than these two areas, Hsinchu County
residents are mostly Hakkaness, making up more than 85% of the
population. Thus, Hakka culture plays an important role in Taiwan history.
The Southern Min, on the other hand, came from Chuanchou, and are
mostly found in Hsinchu City. In other words, Hsinchu County
encompasses an abundance of Hakka humanities, traditions, and

architectures.
