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I asked him to talk to me after school, but this young fellow couldn’t catch
what I said, and he couldn’t tell any reason for his achievement regression. He
repeatedly said that he did not understand in class, but I thought that he did
not study hard. So I told him that I would like to talk to his parents. When the
student heard that I was going to contact his parents, he immediately became
nervous. He said his father died of illness, and he was only five years old at
then. His mother went to the United States after remarrying, but she didn’t
take him with her. He lived with his grandmother, and the economic situation
is very good. Yet he said that his grandmother was getting old, and she didn’t
even know how to speak Mandarin, nor did she learn to read. If she knew that

he did not do well on the study, she would be very sad.
