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The Israeli army arrived at Thaer Siyam's newly-built house in Beit

Hanina at Sam and razed it to the ground with a bulldozer.

Ismaeel Siyam, Thaer's father, told Al Jazeera (CEEEEfi5) that he

had built the house from wood so that the "Israeli occupation would not

demolish 1t".

The 40-metre square house was uninhabited and sparsely furnished,

and intended for Thaer to move in before he got married, Siyam said.

"This is the fourth house in my family to be demolished," Siyam
said. "My own house was destroyed last October. Houses belonging to

my daughter and my other son have also been demolished in the recent

past."
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
