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Maokong(3#ZE) used to be Taipei’s biggest tea-growing area, and

with rolling green hills, winding hiking paths, and quiet tea houses, it has
become one of the best places in Taiwan to experience authentic “tea
culture.” Recently, with the opening of the new Maokong Gondola
system, it has also become much more convenient for visitors to explore
this scenic spot.

The Maokong Gondola system began operations on July 4, 2007. At
first, many people were excited, since the system is connected to Taipei’s
MRT at the Taipei Zoo Station, making a visit to Maokong very easy. The
system has proved to be popular; more than 400,000 people have used it
since its opening. Unfortunately, over the last month or so, some of the
initial excitement about the new gondolas has turned into disappointment

as a number of problems and mishaps have plagued the system.
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
