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Running a marathon is difficult. Running a marathon in a desert is
even more difficult. But running more than 7,300 kilometers across an
entire desert might seem virtually impossible. However, Kevin Lin, an
ultramarathon runner from Taiwan, did it. He just completed an amazing
111-day journey across the Sahara Desert in Africa.

The amazing journey began in Senegal on Africa’s west coast and
ended on Egypt’s Red Sea coast, about 200 kilometers from Cairo. Along
the way, he also passed through Mauritania, Mali, Niger, and Libya, and
overcame many challenges, including strong winds, sandstorms, and

extreme temperatures.
