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Maneki-neko come in a variety of colors, hold different objects, and
even lift different paws. A raised right paw summons both fortune and
money, while a raised left one means that the store will get more business.
Both paws up will bring extra protection and double the fortune! The cats
often hold something in their non-raised paw. A coin is an obvious
symbol of wealth, and a marble symbolizes wisdom. Some lucky
maneki-neko hold a magic hammer which is supposed to produce/bring
money when shaken. The most popular maneki-neko are white with gold

and black spots, since this is thought to be the luckiest design.
