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If the accused man opened one door, out came a hungry tiger, the 

fiercest in the land. The tiger immediately jumped on him and tore him to 

pieces as punishment for his guilt. The case of the suspect was thus 

decided. 

Iron bells rang sadly. Great cries went up from the paid mourners. 

And the people, with heads hanging low and sad hearts, slowly made 

their way home. They mourned greatly that one so young and fair, or so 

old and respected, should have died this way.
